Turn North on
lllinois Route 1, through Grayville and on to Mt. Carmel. At the first Stop Light, turn Left onto
Walnut Street. Turn Right at the first Stop Sign onto 5th Street. Go straight 172 blocks. St
Mary’s church will be on your Right.
